Parks  

Parks operations maintained more than 2,400 

acres of public lands in 2010.  This 

maintenance included 1,510 acres of turf, 240 

acres of which are irrigated athletic fields and 

930 acres of wooded or undeveloped public 

property.  The division continued to provide a 

variety of outdoor recreation services as well as 

facility support for youth and adult sport 

organizations and other Park divisions and 

community event sponsors. Facilities under 

the stewardship of the Parks operations 

included 14 picnic shelters, 2 swimming pools 

and a beach, 50 softball and baseball fields, 14 

volleyball courts, 26 soccer and football fields, 

2 disc golf courses, 1 lighted cross country ski course, 8 

skating rinks, 26 miles of trails, 76 playgrounds, 40 

tennis and basketball courts, 2 animal exercise areas and a skate park.

Forestry  

The Forestry operations were responsible for 

the management of Rochesterôs 

comprehensive urban tree and landscape 

program.  The program is responsible for the 

control of shade tree diseases such as Dutch 

elm disease and Oak Wilt, reforestation of city 

parks and boulevards, and routine 

maintenance of the Cityôs 49,387 boulevard 

and 30,000 park trees. The division continued 

to administer the cityôs tall grass and weed 

ordinance, maintained the Cityôs extensive 

recreational trail system, many of the cityôs 

landscaped areas and was once again charged 

with the maintenance of the CBD streetscape 

and seasonal decorations.

Bareroot Gravel Storage Area Constructed  
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The flood control maintenance operations 

maintained the channel corridor and 

reservoirs to allow the passage of flood 

events minimizing damage to homes and 

businesses and to maintain the pathways, 

amenities and lands adjacent to the 

reservoirs, Zumbro River, Bear Creek, 

Cascade Creek, Willow Creek and Silver 

Creek.  Significant flooding events  resulting 

in a FEMA disaster declaration occurred on 

21 September 2010.    In 2010 the Parks, 

Forestry and Flood Control operations 

maintained 18 miles of recreational trail, 

450 decorative light fixtures, 4,900 trees 

and shrubs and mowed 155 acres of turf.
